DECLARATION OF A QUORUM PRESENT – Approximately 13 people were in attendance; 4 of 5 Councilmembers were present.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that the General Fund had $119,711 left in the bank.  Revenues for March were $83,736; expenses $78,395; leaving $5,341 profitable.  YTD revenues were $870,971 (77.5% budget to actual); expenses $842,656 (75% budget to actual); leaving $28,315 profitable.  Should be 75% budget to actual at this point in the year.
