TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that the General Fund has $124,808.44, collected $118,968.66, spent $80,054.22, leaving $38,914.44.  YTD the General Fund collected $822,694.25, spent $747,549.24, leaving $75,145.01 profitable.  Revenues are at 77.1% and Expenses at 70.1% budget to actual should be at 67% this time of year.
