TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that General has $95,154 in the bank.  Revenues were $92,850; expenses were $81,384; leaving $11,466 profitable.  YTD revenues are $305,437 at 27.2%; expenses are $322,350 at 28.7% leaving General in the hole by $16,913.
