DECLARATION OF A QUORUM PRESENT – Approximately 56 people were in attendance; 4 of 5 Council Members were present.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that the General Fund had revenues of $109,640, expenses of $110,267, leaving $627 in the hole for August.  Year-to-date revenues of $211,734, expenses $211,462, leaving $271 profitable thus far.  Budget to actual percentage should be 17%, with revenues and expenses overbudget at 18.1% and 18% respectively. The Nutrition Center had revenues of $2,925, expenses of $2,508, leaving $417 profitable for August.  Year-to-date revenues of $7,638, expenses $8,680, leaving $1,042 in the hole thus far.  Budget to actual percentage should be 17%, with revenues and expenses underbudget at 12.6% and 14.4% respectively.
