TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that PWA had $306,686.33 in the bank at the end of January.  Revenues were $220,986.72 while expenses were $283,272.32 leaving PWA $62,285.60 non-profitable for the month.  YTD revenues were $1,870,414.45 at 58.7% budget to actual (should be approximately 59% at this point in the year) while expenses were $1,867,999.53 at 58.6% leaving PWA profitable by $2,414.92.
