DECLARATION OF A QUORUM PRESENT – Approximately 16 people were in attendance; all 5 Trustees were present.
TREASURER’S REPORT – Johnson reported that PWA had $227,300.75 in the bank at year’s end.  Revenues for June were $211,381.73; expenses $224,208.39; leaving PWA non-profitable by $12,826.66.  For FY 2022-23, PWA revenues were $2,905,847.41; expenses $2,839,972.20; leaving PWA profitable for the year by $65,875.21.

C. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH MARY E. JOHNSON & ASSOCIATES AS AUDIT CONSULTANT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2023 – 2024 AUDIT.  A motion was made by Rounds and seconded by Moore to enter into an agreement with Mary E. Johnson & Associates as Auditor Consultant for FY 2023 – 2024.  VOTE:  All voted Yes.
D. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH HBC CPA’S & ADVISORS AS AUDITOR FOR FISCAL YEAR 2022 – 2023 AUDIT.  A motion was made by Rounds and seconded by Harris to enter into an agreement with HBC CPA’S & Advisors as Auditor for the FY 2022 – 2023 Audit.  VOTE:  All voted Yes.
E. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION TO AWARD THE BASE BID ON THE COMANCHE LAKE REHABILITATION PROJECT TO BE PAID FROM OKLAHOMA WATER RESOURCES BOARD – ARPA GRANT FUNDS (ARP-23-0006-G, PART 1).  A motion was made by Dobbins and seconded by Myers to award only the Base Bid on the Comanche Lake Rehabilitation Project to be paid from OWRB – ARPA Grant funds (ARP-23-0006-G, Part 1) to England Construction, Inc. in the amount of $450,753.00.
F. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION TO AWARD THE BID ON THE POTABLE WATER STORAGE TANK CLEANING, REPAIRING AND COATING PROJECT TO BE PAID FROM OKLAHOMA WATER RESOURCES BOARD – ARPA GRANT FUNDS (ARP-23-0006-G, PART 2).  A motion was made by Rounds and seconded by Harris to award the Potable Water Storage Tank Cleaning, Repairing and Coating project to be paid from Oklahoma Water Resources Board – ARPA Grant Funds (ARP-23-0006-G, Part 2) to Maguire Iron for the interior and exterior of both water towers because they are the only bidder to submit the required documentation although they are not the lowest bidder.  VOTE:  All voted Yes.
